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Just these lines my friends to sayé 

Are you an óAdvent Christianô?  Iôve always loved Advent, and so does one of my favorite 

Christian authors Henri Nouwen.  He has written about óthe spirituality of waiting.ô  How 

will we mark the weeks of Advent this year?  How will we wait with hope? 

 

From ñWaiting For Godò by Henri Nouwen: 

Waiting is not a very popular attitudeé In fact, most people consider waiting a waste of 

time. Perhaps this is because the culture in which we live is basically saying, ñGet going! 

Do something! Show you are able to make a difference! Donôt just sit there and wait!ò éIt 

impresses me, therefore, that all the figures who appear in the first pages of Lukeôs Gospel 

are waiting. Elizabeth and Zechariah are waiting. Mary is waiting. Simeon and Anna, who 

were there at the temple when Jesus was brought in, are waiting. The whole opening of the 

good news is filled with waiting peopleé 

Waiting, is waiting with a sense of promise. ñZechariah... your wife Elizabeth is to bear 

you a son.ò ñMary... Listen! You are to conceive and bear a sonò (Luke 1:13, 31). People 

who wait have received a promise that allows them to wait. They have received something 

that is at work in them, like a seed that has started to grow.  So waiting is never a       

movement from nothing to something. It is always a movement from something to        

something more.  Second, waiting is active. Most of us think of waiting as something very 

passive, a hopeless state determined by events totally out of our handséBut there is none 

of this passivity in scripture. Those who are waiting are waiting very actively. They know 

that what they are waiting for is growing from the ground on which they are standingé

Active waiting means to be present fully to the moment, in the conviction that something is 

happening where you are and that you want to be present to ité 

Waiting is essential to the spiritual life. But waiting as a disciple of Jesus is not an empty 

waiting. It is a waiting with a promise in our hearts that makes already present what we 

are waiting for. We wait during Advent for the birth of Jesus. As we wait we remember him 

for whom we are waiting, and as we remember him we create a community ready to      

welcome him when he comes. 

 

I hope this helps your Advent waitingé may we prepare our hearts for the coming of the 

Christ Child. During this most holy season of Advent: come to Worship, to the Advent   

Bible Study, the Christmas Cantata, and join us for the Living Nativity and Bethlehem. 

Come with Advent hope, and as a community of faith as we continue waiting in holy      

expectation.  May Godôs Blessings be on all of us in this season of celebrating the first   

Advent and waiting for the next one!
