SCRIPTURE/ESCRITURA Hebrews 11:8-16/Hebreos 11:8-16 

8 By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to set 

out for a place that he was to receive as an inheritance, 

and he set out, not knowing where he was going. 9 By 

faith he stayed for a time in the land he had been prom-

ised, as in a foreign land, living in tents, as did Isaac and 

Jacob, who were heirs with him of the same prom-

ise. 10 For he looked forward to the city that has founda-

tions, whose architect and builder is God. 11 By faith, 

with Sarah’s involvement, he received power of procrea-

tion, even though he was too old, because he considered

[a] him faithful who had promised. 12 Therefore from 

one person, and this one as good as dead, descendants 

were born, “as many as the stars of heaven and as the 

innumerable grains of sand by the seashore.” 

13 All of these died in faith without having received the 

promises, but from a distance they saw and greeted 

them. They confessed that they were strangers and for-

eigners on the earth, 14 for people who speak in this way 

make it clear that they are seeking a homeland. 15 If 

they had been thinking of the land that they had left be-

hind, they would have had opportunity to return. 16 But 

as it is, they desire a better homeland, that is, a heavenly 

one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their 

God; indeed, he has prepared a city for them.

13 En la fe murieron todos estos sin haber recibido lo 

prometido, sino mirándolo de lejos, creyéndolo y salu-

dándolo, y confesando que eran extranjeros y peregrinos 

sobre la tierra. 14 Los que esto dicen, claramente dan a 

entender que buscan una patria, 15 pues si hubieran es-

tado pensando en aquella de donde salieron, ciertamen-

te tenían tiempo de volver. 16 Pero anhelaban una 

mejor, esto es, celestial; por lo cual Dios no se avergüen-

za de llamarse Dios de ellos, porque les ha preparado 

una ciudad.
